HISTORY 
 It is believed that the building dates from 
1861, and was originally built as a school.  
 Following closure of the school, it has 
served as a Library and latterly as the Church Hall 
affiliated to St Maryôs, Puncknowle. 
 Since 2006, in a move to improve 
community usage of the hall and its amenities, it 
has been leased and managed by a committee 
comprising local volunteers. 
 The Village Hall Committee began a full 
modernisation programme, the first phases of which 
were completed in the middle of 2008:  

* installation of new toilets fully complying with 

the requirements of the Disability 
Discrimination Act  

* creation of a bright, welcoming entrance lobby 

area  

* ceiling soundproofing to toilets, entrance and 

main hall, with improved normal and 
emergency lighting  

* external painting  

* new tables for use of hall users and an up-to-

date electric cooker  

* installation of central heating 

* refurbishment of the kitchen 
 

 Much of the work has been carried out by 
local volunteers and tradesmen, funded by grants 
from various organisations, and the generosity of a 
number of residents of the villages. 
 

Works for the future include: 

* Ramps for improved wheelchair access 

* complete interior decoration  

* resurfacing and landscaping of front access 

area 

* suspended ceiling for the kitchen 

* provision of extra storage facilities
